B. The  famous independent agencies are the Environmental Protection Agency and the National Aeronautics and Space Administration.

C. Some agencies such as the CIA and the General Services Administration, provide services directly for the executive branch. 

D. Government corporations are independent agencies that directly serve the public, such as the Federal Deposit Insurance Corp. and the US Postal Service.
