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Chapter 7: Congress at Work

Homework/Vocabulary

Quorum—the number of members necessary to be present in order to vote on a bill

Pocket Veto—the president keeps a bill in his pocket during the last 10 days of Congress.  The bill is killed because Congress is not in session to override a veto.
Entitlement: right and or privilege

Appropriation: provides money 

Lobbyists  - paid representatives of a special interest groups (e.g. labor unions)

Constituents - people who are represented by an elected official (e.g. Senator)

Pork Barrel – is legislation that provides inappropriate money and or jobs 

Logrolling - is a form of political patronage or back scratching
