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yellow journalism: the printing of sensational, often exaggerated

news stories to attract more readers

Teller Amendment: statement made by Congress in 1898, saying that

the United States would not take over Cuba

Anti-Imperialist League: a group of U.S. citizens who opposed the

Peace of Paris Treaty with Spain

Platt Amendment: amendment in Cuba’s constitutions that limited

Cuba’s right to make treaties with other nations, required Cuba to

sell or lease land to the United States for naval stations, and allowed

the United States to involve itself in Cuban affairs

1. U.S. newspapers used yellow journalism to exaggerate news

stories and get the American people angry enough to go to war

against Spain.

2. The United States won the Spanish-American War because of its

powerful navy. It blockaded the harbor of Santiago de Cuba,

which allowed U.S. troops to go inland and win battles on San

Juan Hill and Kettle Hill. The navy also destroyed all the ships in

the Battle of Santiago Bay.

3. The Philippines, Cuba, and Puerto Rico fell under U.S. control

under the treaty. Filipinos rebelled against U.S. domination,

going to war for three years with the United States, but ultimately

losing in 1902. The United States set up a military government

and included the Platt Amendment in Cuba’s constitution. This

amendment restricted Cuba’s interaction with other nations.

Puerto Rico got a nonmilitary government and later became a

commonwealth of the United States.
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Hay-Herrán Treaty: agreement proposed between the United States

and Colombia, in which the United States would pay $10 million,

plus $250,000 a year, for a 99-year lease on a 5-mile wide strip of

land across the Isthmus of Panama; Colombia rejected this treaty.

Hay–Bunau-Varilla Treaty: agreement between the United States

and the new nation of Panama; identical to the Hay-Herrán Treaty,

except that the canal zone was widened to 10 miles; Panama

accepted this treaty.

Roosevelt Corollary: addition to the Monroe Doctrine made by

Theodore Roosevelt; it stated that the United States could act as the

police officer of Latin America, using military force when necessary.

dollar diplomacy: policy that emphasized using U.S. economic power

and business investment to influence Latin American governments

1. Colombia rejected the Hay-Herrán Treaty. Later, Panama

became independent and signed the Hay–Bunau-Varilla Treaty

with the United States. This treaty allowed the United States to

build the canal for a payment of $10 million, plus $250,000 a year,

for a 99-year lease on a 10-mile wide strip of land across the

Isthmus of Panama.

2. He added the Roosevelt Corollary to the Monroe Doctrine, which

stated that the United States could act as the police officer of

Latin America, using military force when necessary to resolve

disputes between European and Latin American nations.

3. Taft employed dollar diplomacy. Wilson chose to support

democracy in Latin America and helped settle some countries’

disputes to keep European nations from getting involved.
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Mexican Revolution: revolt led by Francisco Madero to overthrow

Mexican president Porfirio Díaz in 1911

ABC Powers: Argentina, Brazil, and Chile

1. Mexican people fought the Mexican Revolution because most

people were landless and poor and because Díaz helped U.S.

investors while ruling his own people harshly.

2. U.S. president Wilson opposed Huerta, but did not step in

militarily until Huerta’s troops arrested several U.S. sailors in

Tampico, Mexico.

3. The disorder of the Mexican Revolution led many Mexicans to

flee the violence. Others left because they feared political

persecution or hoped to find industrial jobs in the United States.
