1. A good trust provided consumers with needed services at reasonable prices. 

2. A bad trust restricted trade unfairly and used its influence to charge high prices.

3. The Pure Food and Drug Act, which prohibited the manufacture, sale, or transportation of mislabeled or contaminated food and drugs 

4. The Meat inspection Act, which required inspection of meat plants

5. Progressives claimed they would be too pro-business to support reform
