Bureaucrat: term describes a person who works for a government organization

Embassy: term refers to office of an ambassador in a foreign country
Deregulate: term describes Congress’s act of reducing the powers of an agency that regulates businesses and corporations (Enron). 

“Whistleblower”:  term refers to a person who reports wrongdoing by a federal agency

Spoils system: the practice of elected politicians rewarding their followers with go jobs

Civil Service: system the practice of government employment on the basis of open, competitive examinations and merit.
Merit System: jobs should only go to qualified workers
Hatch Act: limited the extent to which federal government employees could become involved in elections
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
