Open Door Policy: policy set by the United States in 1899 stating that all nations should have equal access to trade with China

Boxer Rebellion: uprising in 1900 in which Chinese nationalists killed two foreign diplomats and attacked the foreign settlement in Beijing
Yellow Journalism: the printing of sensational, often exaggerated news stories to attract more readers

Embalm: method to preserve a dead body
Roosevelt Corollary: “Walk softly but carry a big stick.”

Dollar Diplomacy: policy that emphasized using U.S. economic power and business        investment to influence government
Imperialism: the practice of extending a nation’s power by gaining territories isolationism: a policy of avoiding involvement in the affairs of other nations
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
