1. Civility means demonstrating correct politeness or socially acceptable behavior. 

2. Civic Virtue means students demonstrate respectful behavior; come to school, following directions, and work to the best of their abilities.
3. Patent is the exclusive right to manufacture or sell an invention.

4. Bessemer Process an easier and less expensive way to make steel. 

5. Entrepreneurs—people who start new businesses.

6. Corporations—companies that sell shares of ownership called stocks. 

7. Collective bargaining: This means that union leaders tried to negotiate for better conditions for all workers in a factory or an industry.

8. Knights of Labor became the first national labor union in the United States. Its goals included an eight-hour workday and an end to child labor.

9. Gold Standard - money had a fixed value in gold alone.

10. Populist (Political) Party - was an alliance of labor and reform groups.
