Arbitration: a formal meeting to discuss and settle disagreements 

Anarchist: person who believes all governments are bad and should be eliminated
New Nationalism: Roosevelt’s program that called for a strong president, more active business regulation, and additional social welfare programs

Bull Moose: a third political party formed in 1912 by followers of Theodore Roosevelt

Sixteenth Amendment: an amendment ratified by the states in 1913 that allowed income tax

Segregation: separating people based on their race
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
