1. Artifacts: objects used for study

2. Paleo-Indians: Stone Age Americans Indians

3. Monopoly: total economic control 

4. Protestants: Christian religions that broke away from the Catholic Church

5. Parliament: England’s legislature (law making body)

6. Bicameral Legislature: a law-making body made up of two houses (Congress).

7. Intolerable – unbearable, not able to tolerate

8.Malnutrition – lack of food or proper nourishment
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9. Reserved Powers – Are the powers held by the states, such as to issue licenses, and diplomas.

10. Concurrent powers are those shared by the state and federal governments, and include collecting taxes.

11. Double Jeopardy -Anyone found not guilty in a criminal trial cannot face, or be tried again for the same crime. 

12. Eminent Domain – this rule allows the government the right to take personal property to serve public’s interest.

13. Naturalization, which is a legal process for gaining citizenship

14. Deport - send immigrants back to the country from which they came.

15. Pardon: Freedom from punishment 

16. Apportionment: Distribution of representatives in the House of Representatives 
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17. Judiciary Act, creating the federal court system in 1789.

18. Loose Construction, meaning that the federal government could take reasonable actions that were not listed in the Constitution.

19. Missouri Compromise -Missouri (slave) & Maine  (free) entered the Union. 

20. Indian Removal Act - allowed the removal of Indians to Oklahoma. (aka Trail of Tears)

21. Abolition—a complete end to   slavery.

22. Emancipation –freedom from slavery for all African Americans.

23. Manifest Destiny – an idea that the U.S. was meant to expand across the continent 

24. Forty-Niners - In 1849, gold-seekers came to California during Gold Rush.
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25.Reconstruction - is the process of reuniting the nation and rebuilding the southern states without slavery

26. Amnesty - is a pardon for illegal acts.

27. Black Codes: codes restricting African Americans’ freedom

28. Radical Republicans: a group in Congress that wanted to protect the rights of African Americans 

29. Carpetbaggers: the name southerners used to describe white northerners who came to the South during Reconstruction

30. Scalawags: the name southern Democrats gave to white southern Republicans

31. Sharecropping: a farming system in which landowners provided land and tools, and sharecroppers provided the labor to work the farms

32. Spiritual: a song based on Christian hymns and African songs that often told of the sorrows of slavery and the hope for freedom
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33. Sioux: defeated Gen. George Armstrong Custer at the Battle of the Little Bighorn.
34. Extermination: killing an entire group

35. Bonanza: a large deposit of precious ore (gold or silver)

36. Transcontinental Railroad: systems of railways connecting the East Coast with the West.

37. Open Range: public land on the Plains

38. Roundup: the branding of horses and cattle every spring

39. Exodusters: Southern African Americans who moved west in a mass exodus

40. Sodbusters : nickname given to farmers and their plows because of the hard work that was required to break up the sod of the Plains
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41. Patent- is the exclusive right to manufacture or sell an invention.

42. Bessemer Process is an easier and less expensive way to make steel. 

43. Entrepreneurs-people who start new businesses. 

44. Corporations-companies that sell shares of ownership called stocks.

45. Collective Bargaining: union leaders tried to negotiate for better working conditions 

46. Knights of Labor: first national labor union in the United States. 

47. Gold Standard - meant that money had a fixed value in gold.

48. Populist (Political) Party – was an alliance of labor and reform groups.
